3. Enrolled or plan to enroll and pursue a 

degree at a 2 or 4-year accredited college, 

university, or enroll in a vocational-

technical school. 

4. Have a 3.0 GPA on a 4.0 GPA scale high 

school grade point average at time of 

application. 

 

Applicants must submit the following by March 1: 

 

1. This application filled out completely and signed 

by applicant and parent. 

2. Transcript showing your high school GPA. 

3. Achievements and activities. 

4. High School counselor, teacher, or administrator 

letter of recommendation. 

5. One-page essay from the applicant on “What life 

lessons has bowling taught me and where do I 

see myself in 5 years” (type or computer-

generate your essay of no more than 150 words 

with a 12-pt. font and double spaced).
